BEFORE
Prepare your family
Develop an Emergency Action Plan with all family 
members detailing what to do in the event of an 
emergency. Important items in the plan include:
• Home evacuation routes with a safe meeting area 

outside the home
• Copies of important documents and phone 

numbers of all family members
• Establish an out-of-state contact for all family 

members to report to
Create a Disaster Supply Kit
• Have enough food and water for every member of 

the family to survive for a minimum of two weeks
Be Informed
• Sign up to receive City emergency

• Enroll in the free programs the City

DURING
Stay Calm
Protect yourself and family members. If safe, take 
appropriate steps to evaluate the severity of the 
disaster and determine if it is necessary to evacuate 
your home.

AFTER
Stay calm & begin family Emergency Action Plan
• Once the emergency ends, assemble available 

family members, grab your Disaster Supply Kit, 
and proceed to established outside meeting area

• Call 911 for emergencies only
• Treat injuries when safe and assess damage to 

your home and neighborhood
• Listen to radio for information and directions
• Help neighbors or other community members who 

are injured and cannot help themselves
• Wait for emergency personnel and continue to 

listen to the radio for directions
